Look quickly through the patchwork of events of the last
year, and you will realize how action-packed it was. So,
which event of 2015 sank into the mind the most? See
our photo report on pp. 20-21.

Overall, the year of 2015 was very challenging, requiring
coordinated work of management bodies, EMERCOM of
Russia divisions, Universal State System of Prevention
and Response to ES and regions. So, we intentionally
made the end-of-year review the main topic of the first
issue of 2016 (pp. 8-9). The head of EMERCOM Vladimir
Puchkov summarized the main result of EMERCOM
activity as saving lives, helping and supporting people in
trouble (pp. 6-7).

However, certainly, first of all, the last year was the
year of 25th anniversary of Russian EMERCOM. Quarter
of a century is a kind of milestone, time to put aside

the routine of, probably, the most hectic ministry of
Russia, look back to the ground covered and think about
directions of further development (pp. 14-15).

On pp. 10-11 we present an article about ensuring
safety at water sites to prevent death of people on ice
bridges and at other sites where people walk on the ice.
On pp. 24-27 our readers will see what lessons were
drawn from the fire in the huge library of the Institute
of Scientific Information for Social Sciences of RAS that
occurred last year.

There are two articles about issues of warning people

on any impending disaster or threat. Our readers may
compare the way it is organized in Russia (pp. 12-13)
and in other countries (p. 60). By the way, we would like
to draw your attention to one more example of foreign
experience, establishing Singapore model of civil defense
(pp. 44-46). You should also read what international
interaction in the area of protection people in escalating
military conflicts should be (pp. 47-49).

Certainly, we publish several articles about people
working at EMERCOM, from a common pyrotechnician
(pp. 28-29) to an honored rescuer (pp. 33-35). The
interview with Vladimir Stepanov, the first Deputy
Minister, who just took the position, will also be of
interest (pp. 16-19).

We also tell our readers how regional reaction systems
are developing (pp. 30-32), which achievements the Don
Rescue Centre can present when celebrating its 50th
anniversary (pp. 39-41) and what issues our northern
regions and Russian Arctic are dealing with (pp. 36-38).

We publish a number of articles about issues of
methodology and science: continuing training system
with use of electronic and online technologies

(pp. 50-51), forming culture of human safety (pp. 54-55),
civil defense regulatory basis (pp. 56-57) etc.
