RUSSIAN ECONOMY MODERNIZATION PROBLEMS IN LIGHT
OF THE INDUSTRIALIZATION IN ENGLAND
(WHAT BUSINESS SCHOOL STUDENTS SHOULD KNOW)

The article deals with problems and means of modernization in Russia in context
of development of industrialization in England. Question of why industrialization
occurred in England but not in Chine is discussed.
